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For those nervous parents, to get them in, to get them to feel comfortable, even comfortable coming up and
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talking to a teacher, or talking to the principal. Getting them in and getting familiar and having
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one on one meetings with them, with their
transition. Because not everyone feels comfortable
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talking with in a group. So while we are a small
school and our group was only six parents,
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they still didn't feel comfortable asking
what they might have thought were silly questions.
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So providing them with one on one interviews
and not just one, we made sure we had an interview
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at the start of our transition period and
then had another interview right at the end
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of the year, and then another one when we start.
So we had a series of three interviews with
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the parents and they might not have been long
interviews, but they were more so just to touch
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base - how's your child going? - and more
importantly how are you going with the expectations
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of the school? Is it too demanding? How can
we help you with your child, or how can we
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help you transition yourself into our community?
